AMF YOUTH SCHOLARSHIP
TOURNAMENT RULES

This is a HANDICAP TOURNAMENT. Handicap will be based on 90% of the difference between a bowler’s average and 210.
This tournament is open to all current season USBC youth members of the Greater San Antonio USBC Association,

TEAMS will consist of (4) members, boys gitls, or mixed. DOUBLES will be (2) members, boys, girls, or mixed.

TEAMS will be divided into (4} divisions based upon team averages NOT by gender.

DOUBLES will be divided into (4) divisions also based upon DOUBLES average and NOT by gender.

SINGLES will be divided into (4) divisions based upon SINGLES average AND gender.

Bowlers make enter TEAM, DOUBLES, and SINGLES only once. All bowlers who choose to enter DOUBLES must also enter
SINGLES.

All participants MUST check-in ONE HOUR before their scheduled squad time. Any substitutes MUST also check-in ONE
HOUR before their scheduled squad time. The substitute will be placed into the siot of the person they are substituting for.

The LINE-UP on the entry form will be the OFFICIAL LINE-UP and will not be changed except for substitutions. The bowlers
name on the LINE-UP must be the SAME as it appears on their USBC membership card. All bowlers MUST have a current
USBC card and it MUST be shown at the time of CHECK-IN!

Entering averages for this tournament will be as follows (only GSAUSBC league averages will be used): (A) highest 08-09
YEARBOOK average. (B) If no YEARBOQOK average, their cutrent league average of 21 games or more. [f rule {A) or rule
(B) do not apply, the bowler will enter with a 210 average. Average adjustments may be made at the option of the tournament
manager. Entries with average adjustments, with written request, will be refunded.

DRESS CODE: It is requested that if you have received your USBC Youih Bowling Jerseys, that the Jerseys be worn for
the tournament. For bowlers who have yet to receive their Jerseys, the following clothing WILL NOT BE ALLOWED,
sleeveless shirts, miniskirts, low-cut blouses, bare midriff shirts, caps or hats of any kind. Shorts and skirts are allowed,
however, they must be long enough so that their fingers do not touch skin when their arms are extended down their sides.

No shirts with derogatory or offensive words or pictures or depicting tobacco, drug, or alcohol use will be allowed. Pants

that are overly tight will not be allowed. Pants must be worn in an appropriate manner so undergarments do not show.

Final decisions will be made by the tournament director for any attire not meeting tournament standards.

No foed or drink will be allowed beyond the carpeted area. It is OX if food or drinks remain on your team table. No
smoking, use of any tobacco product, or consumption of alcoholic beverages by tournament participants will be allowed.
Tournament spectators must keep all tobacco products and/or aleoholic beverages in the designated bowling center area.
Unsportsmanlike conduct such as kicking ball returns, intentional fouling, swearing, OR any conduct detrimental to the best
interest of the tournament and the sport of bowling, either on or off the lanes WILL NOT BE TOLERATED and could result in
DISQUALIFICATION by the tournament director.

AWARD FEES will be returned 100% in scholarship awards.
